INCIDENT OBJECTIVES (ICS 202)

Purpose: Move project area towards desired vegetation structure and fire regime. Restore and maintain soil and watershed function. Move landscape toward desired conditions described in the land management plan for the Prescott National Forest.
Fuels: There are three different fuel types within in this burn unit. PJ evergreen shrub, ponderosa pine, and shrub. 
Objectives:  
Resource: 
1) Increase the frequency of fire disturbance to aid in the inhibition of woody species and certain types of nonnative invasive plant species.
2) Maintain or improve soil stability, soil productivity and watershed condition.
3) Improve native vegetation condition and distribution.
4) Maintain or improve stream channels and drainage condition by improving and diversifying riparian dependent vegetation.
5) Ensure timing restrictions for wildlife outlined in Chino Landscape Restoration Environmental Assessment are maintained.
6) Protect historic and pre-historic sites.
7) Increase quality of wildlife habitat
8) Ensure no permanent roads will be constructed to implement vegetation management treatments.
Prescribed Fire:
· Allow for varying levels of fire intensity to accomplish resource objectives.
· Utilize fire to manage encroachment of juniper trees and allow for heathier grasslands.
· Decrease density of juniper trees and shrubs within the Pinion-Juniper Evergreen Shrub PNVT
· Reduce the risk of uncharacteristic fire behavior in Ponderosa Pine PNVTs
· Limit treatment of slopes greater than 40% to reduce the potential for soil movement.
· Limit fire intensity in SMZs. 
Desired Fire Behavior:  
· PJ Evergreen Shrub - The desired fire behavior within this fuel type is moderate to high intensity/severity.
· Ponderosa pine- The desired effects within this fuel type are low to moderate intensity.  

On-Site Values: 
· Property -Yolo Ranch to the East/ Private Property to the North/Private Property to the West
· Wildlife - Golden eagle 3 miles to the NE of the unit. Goshawk nest 1 mile NE of unit. No concerns if wind is predicted away from nest 
· Arch Site - One fire sensitive site within the unit. Refer to map. (Will be prepped and flagged)
