Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
IR interpretation started with a download of the NIFS Wildfire Daily Fire Perimeter at 20240618 @ 22:00 MDT. Multiple

perimeter were embedded within the Event Polygon. I used the most recent perimeter last edited on 20240618 4:21 by

shurley_nifc.

Very minor changes to the perimeter resulting in 2 acreage of new detected fire growth.

No intense heat was found within the IR image.

There remains a fair amount of scattered heat throughout the fire but it is most concentrated in the southeast area of the fire.

There were several isolated heat points detected on the other side of the Lake Sonoma near Bummer Peak. Unsure if this was

a previous (Rx?) burn that continues to emit heat.

A couple of possible heat sources were identified southeast of the fire but are believed to be unrelated.
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
