	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Much less heat than previous mapping, two days earlier.  Small amounts of perimeter growth have occurred in the northwestern and southern sections of the fire.  Only a few small pockets of intense heat were found in the southern edge of the fire, near Freaner Peak and Eiler Butte.  Most of the interior is scattered or isolated heat.
Also, 4 isolated hot spots were located just outside the southern edge of the perimeter, between Freaner Peak and Tamarack Swale.
