The temperatures will continue to rise through the weekend. The relative humidity will remain low, and the winds
will increase slightly today. Temperatures will be 80-93 degrees during the day and 35-55 degrees overnight.
Humidity will be 8-15 percent during the day and 30-50 percent overnight. The wind will be west-southwest 5-10
mph with gust to 17 mph in the afternoon. Overnight winds will be southwest 4-6 mph, becoming light and
variable after midnight.

GENERAL: **FUELS AND FIRE BEHAVIOR ADVISORY IN EFFECT FOR THE FIRE AREA***

The fire will continue to be influenced by the west-southwest winds, with slight increases today. The environment
is continuing to remain warm and dry through the area with limited humidity recovery overnight. The fire will
continue to burn in the understory with isolated torching. The limited winds overnight will allow for smoke to settle
over the fire area shading the fuels early in the morning. When the smoke clears the fire will increase in activity.
Interior islands will continue to actively burn. Spotting distances will remain short without significant fire and
column development.

SPECIFIC:

Lassen/Shasta Sector: The fire will continue to burn in the understory and heavy fuels will continue to consume.
Interior islands will burn actively in the afternoon. Torching near the line will produce short range spotting. There
is potential for short runs with increased afternoon winds.

Butte Sector: The areas with incomplete consumption of the overstory will continue to have potential for reburn
as the needles and leaves create a new ground fuel. Stumps will continue to burn through the root systems.
Large dozer piles or piled trees will continue to smolder unless pulled apart and moped up.

Janesville Branch: The fire will continue to back slowly down the slope towards Highway 395. The sparse fuels
in the grass and sagebrush will have a hard time backing to the base of the slope without wind. Without valley
heating the southwest wind will not bring fire down the face of the slope.

Clear/Lake Branch: The fire will continue to burn on the interior islands. The dozer piles and stacked trees will
continue until pulled apart and mopped up. The smoke will settle in the valley in the morning and will begin to see
some clearing in the afternoon.

AIR OPERATIONS
The smoke will be in the fire area longer and may limit operations throughout the day.

SAFETY
The trees in the fire area will continue to be weakened as the ground fuels smolder at the base. Take the time to
evaluate the area you are working in for snags and weak trees with the potential to fall.
