GENERAL FIRE BEHAVIOR: 

Isolated interior surface fire can be expected today. Forecast winds will continue into the afternoon hours and promote small pockets of 
fuel remaining on the landscape to consume. Fire movement into larger pockets of unburned fuel is unlikely. Resulting fire behavior 
could transition to torching. Torching near control lines may result in sufficient ember production to create spots. Wind and slope 
alignment would create rapid upslope runs transitioning to backing fire on leeward slopes.

2. Enjoy your visit in the Mountain Maidu and Valley Maidu homelands. 

Archeological sites and the resources they contain are not public property. A place, site or 
resource may have significance to a family or local tribe, which often carries with it a special 

level of protection. 

3. Take care to avoid injuries. 

Cultural sites are very old and fragile. Archeological resources are anything over 50 years old 
and can therefore erode easily. Also, historic dump sites can be hazardous, with sharp glass, 

rusty metal, and compounds and chemicals that can harm you. 

4. Enjoy with care. 

Oils from skin damage pictographs (rock paintings) and petroglyphs (rock carvings). It ruins 
irreplaceable historic resources, and it is illegal. 

5. Don't touch the knickknacks. 

Al-WAYS LEAVE ARTIFACTS RIGHT WHERE YOU FIND THEM. Out of context, artifacts mean 
little to archeologists. Often the most important aspect of archeological resources is their 

relationship to the place and other adjacent resources. Archeological sites and artifacts are 
our direct link to stories that otherwise might not be told. How can these stories be complete 
or accurate if the setting is altered or lost? For this and other reasons, it is illegal to move or 

· remove artifacts. 

6. Feel free to discover. 

Some of the sites are identified, and some sites are not recorded. If you happen to come 
across a cultural site we ask you to treat it like you would any cultural artifact. And note the 

location and report it to a Resource Advisor. 

Speak with resource advisors about the potential for archaeological sites being located 
adjacent to roads or proposed fire lines. It's easy to destroy features and artifacts in the dark.

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Summary of Suppression Damage Repair Guidelines 

Objectives - The objective of the fire suppression repair is: 

• Reduce the potential for soil erosion and sedimentation 

• Protect natural and cultural resources from additional potential damage 

• Repair roads and drainage structures to a functioning condition 

Sensitive Sites are marked with RED and BLACK CANDY STRIPE flagging. 
DO NOT repair in Sensitive Sites. 

BACK-HAUL ALL TRASH AND UN-NEEDED FLAGGING. PLEASE LEA VE SAFETY FLAGGING IN PLACE. 

PULL BACK SOIL BERMS All berms present from line construction should be recontoured and spread across the 

constructed line. Removal of berms will allow water to flow off the fire. 

The three objectives of waterbars are: (1) to divert the destructive overland flow of water off the fire line; (2) to 

discharge the water onto areas where the erosive energy can be dissipated; and (3) to aid in the recovery of vegetation.

BLOCK Fl RELINE ENTRANCES AND EXITS using existing materials and berms use available large rocks, large trees, or 

walls of brush. Use onsite material try to disguise the first 100 feet of hand line and dozer line with slash and other 

materials where possible as not to entice OHV users. 

WATERCOURSES: Work with READs to determine appropriate repair needs. Remove deposited soil from streams, 

watercourses, swales, or draws back to the original contour. Remove only as much as feasible without further damage to the 

watercourse. Restore bank channels at fire line crossings back to the shape seen adjacent to the crossing. Pull perched soil 

from drainage edges and spread it evenly across the fire line. 

ROADS: Reshape soil surfaced roads. Roads should be outsloped with rolling dips where degradation of the road prism has 

resulted from fire control operations. Oean out culvert inlets and outlets as needed. Report any damaged culverts to the Fire 

Suppression Repair Specialist for specific repair guidance. Breach berms, where appropriate, to facilitate drainage.
