FIRE BEHAVIOR 
General Fire Behavior for the Dance Fire: 
 
Worst case potential fire behavior will be a rate of spread upslope to 10-15 chains/hour with flame 
lengths of 4-8 feet in the timber fuel type.  When the fire makes a run anticipate single and group-tree 
torching during which flame heights may exceed 100 feet.  Probability of ignition during the morning 
will run around 20% but increase to 70% in the afternoon.  Torching trees can lead to spotting 
distances to ¼ mile.

• Establish one way traffic or coordinate traffic flow if necessary. 
• Drive defensively!  Expect the unexpected around every curve. 
• Drive with headlights on; use chock blocks, keep windshields clean; look before 

backing; and use backers whenever available.  
• Don’t drive when fatigued.  Adhere to agency driving regulations and guidelines. 
• Use care when traveling on Highway 96. 

ALL HYDRATION • Drinking water before, during and after shifts, up to 1.5 gal. per shift. 
• Be alert for signs of heat illness in yourself and others. 
• Drink 2 to 1 water to sports drinks. 

ALL ENVIRONMENTAL HAZARDS • Be alert for snakes, watch footing and hand placement around rocks. 
• Protect exposed skin from contact with poison oak, avoid smoke from burning 

poison oak if possible. 
• Treat exposure of poison oak with Zanfel or Tecneu. 
• See the medical unit for treatment.

• Watch your footing; take your time. 
• Ensure adequate spacing between crewmembers. 
• Post lookouts to warn of rolling debris.

• Be aware of evidence that cultivation has occurred in the area.     
• If you stumble upon an area with probable cultivation be extremely cautious, exit on 

the same route you arrived and notify supervisor immediately.
