FIRE BEHAVIOR

WATCH FOR SIGNIFICANT FIRE BEHAVIOR UNTIL DARK

Short to medium duration crown runs are likely until dark. Flare-ups and torching can create 50 — 100’ flame heights with
Y - ¥ mile spotting distances. Probability of ignition drops to < 50% after dark. Maximum nighttime fire behavior
predictions are 1-3’ flame lengths and rates of spread 2-4 ch/hr.

Division A: Majority of division is cold however there is some potential for rollout across Salmon River Rd. and River.

Division B: Fire predicted to back down Nordheimer ridge toward Division B. If fire crosses Nordheimer Creek, expect
headfire with moderate rates of spread towards line south of the A/B break: 4-8' flame lengths and ROS of 10-15 ch/hr.

Division H: Spots and slops into Hemmel Creek drainage may result in short/medium duration crown fire runs towards
Orleans Mtn. and Div. H. Until dark expect surface headfire flame lengths of 4-8’ and ROS of 10-15 ch/hr.

Divisions K, T, W: Fire will continue to back into Butler Creek drainage with slope reversal across Butler CKk. possible.
Watch for initial impacts in Divisions T and W. Until dark expect 4-8 headfire flame lengths and ROS of 10-15 ch/hr.

Division Z: Fire is predicted to back and flank around Butler Flat structures and into Butler Creek. If it crosses, headfire
may then spread toward the Z/W break. Watch for rollout across Salmon River Rd. at Grant Bluffs in Division Z.
