DISCUSSION: Heavy rain fell overnight, expect swift running water and bank-full creeks and streams today. Also, it is
possible that the heavy rain may have produced debris flows in some areas. High pressure will start building into the region
today with a drying and warming trend through the end of the weekend and into next week. Due to all the rain that fell, moist
soils will keep min RH values high today, especially under the forest canopy.

SATURDAY;

WEATHER: Cloudy and foggy in the morning, becoming sunny in the afternoon.

WIND (20 FT): Light and variable in sheltered locations with terrain driven winds. Exposed areas and ridges:
West 5-8 mph

MAX TEMPERATURES: 67-72 lower slopes and drainages, 62-67 mid-slope.

MIN RH: 50-556% in exposed area and 60-65% under the forest canopy.

MAX RH: 90%

INVERSION: Weak due to cloud cover in the morning.

INVERSION: Moderate mid-slope...mixing out 1300 - 1400 hrs.

Extended outlook: Monday through Wednesday: High pressure will be over the region through this week with

temperatures climbing back to near normal for this time of year. Highs will be in the 80s to
low 80s and minimum RH will also dip back down to 25-30% in exposed areas and 40-45%
under the forest canopy. Winds will be mostly orographic with downslope/downvalley at
night and in the morning, becoming upslope/upvalley late morning through the afterncon.
Ridges and exposed west to east aligned drainages will have west-northwest winds at 8 - 12
mph. The high pressure overhead will aiso bring cool and clear nights with stronger
inversions setting up. Inversion will likely not mix out untif 1400 or iater.

WEATHER/CLIMATOLOGY DISCUSSION : For the next three days, cooler than average temperatures and wetting
rain will produce minimal fire spread and moderate fire behavior. Then we will see Sunny, warm and dry conditions
return as high pressure will be moving in over the area, returning to normal temps/RH values

FUELS: After a week of moderated weather conditions, fueis will be returning/remaining in critical values.

1000 hr fuels are well below average at 11% Live fuels have cured and will carry fire/contribute to the fire load.

Short Range (Today, Tomorrow) and Medium Range (3-7 Days):

Moderate probability for large fire development in the days after the wet system. Increasing ERCs (toward 75%9%) Fires
are predominately fusls and tapography dominated. Fire size may exceed initial attack capabilities in the first operationai
period; especially with wind and slope alignment. Tactical priorities should focus on direct attack at the heel and working
the flanks. Holding the fire to the ridgelines may be challenging without sufficient air support. Spotting will be prevalent
and may be up to 1/2 mile. Fuels are cured and will support farger fire growth and containment challenges.

Bt Is trending up to the 75% percentile. Mid-Flame wind speed greater than 8 mph will transition surface fire info the
canopy under the hot/dry/windy conditions.

Smoke Concerns: Smoke concerns will be focused east and immediately north of the fire where air quality has
returned to unhealthy levels for locations like Somes Bar, Forks of Saimon, and Cecilville. Mostly moderate impacts
along the west side of the fire where most population centers in the area. After (8/21), good air quality is anticipated for
a vast majority of the area through at least 8/24. Any impactful smoke from interior creeping/smoldering should remain
close to the source once drier/hetter weather retums 8/25-8/27.

Reassessment Criteria: Changing weather and conditions past the August 24 expiration date of this forecast.

SAFETY
Expect fire activity with high resistance to control- fuels will ignite easier, spread faster and have increased spread rates.
