Flight by plane 144Z
RUSH FIRE:

No advance in fire perimeter.

UNCLES FIRE:
Main fire perimeters advanced only minutely in two small areas. Section 14 and 19.
Moderate spread in northern-most fire, northeast of Abbott Lake.  This heat detection is located in Section 11 and 12.
HANCOCK FIRE:
Significant heat detected at confluence of Wooley Creek and Rock Creek in Sections 11 and 12.  T12N, R7E    T12N, R8E   

Fire has crossed west of Rock Creek at this confluence.  

Heat detected pushing Wooley Creek line near Wooley Creek and Rock Creek confluence, and again pushing the line of Wooley Creek northeast of Hell Hole Creek in Section 20   T12N, R12W.  Likely that fire had not crossed north of Wooley Creek at time of flight, but unable to say with strong degree of confidence.
New spot fire detected in Section 21 on Big Meadows Creek T12N, R12W.  Unable to determine if heat is on north and south side of Big Meadows Creek.

New spot fire detected in Section 17 just south of Wooley Creek and south west of the confluence of Wooley Creek and Big Meadows Creek.
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
