	GENERAL:
Fire will continue decrease in activity.  Expect increased activity in the afternoon period but the fire will be more closely aligned with existing control lines so spotting should not be as great an issue.  Expect moderate to extreme fire behavior should the fire become established outside the perimeter.

Fletcher:  Continued potential fire growth to the northeast and southwest due primarily to topography and wind and very dry fuels.
