Lots of Poison Oak.

Driving in and out of the Fire area means more problems. Traffic collisions have occurred stay aware.  Park off of the roads and leave yourself an out.

Keep your hydration up by drinking water and Gatorade type drinks.  

Keep good communications with your supervisors, adjacent forces and crewmembers use proper Tac nets.  

All employees are entitled to a good briefing.  Keep up the safe work.

Have Tailgate Safety talks with your Crews and Staff each shift. Document on your 214s.

*Fuel Characteristics – Assess prior to beginning     

   Operations.  

*Fuel Moisture – Read daily shift plan and assess on

  site.

*Fuel Temperature – Varies with exposure to direct

  sunlight.

*Terrain & Fuel Accumulations – Scout prior to

  beginning operations and continuously during

  operations.

*Wind – Measure, observe, feel and notice changes.

*Atmospheric Stability – Observe.

*Fire Behavior – Monitor constantly prior to and

  during operations.

*Safety – Ask questions in unfamiliar situations. The

  only dumb question is the one you did not ask.
