	BASICS
· REBURN:
-repeat burning of an area over which
a fire has previously passed, but left

fuel that later ignites when burning 

conditions are more favorable.
· UNDERCUT LINE: 
-a fire below a fire on a slope. Should 

              be trenched to catch rolling material.
“also called UNDERSLUNG”

· TEST FIRE:
-a prescribed fire set to evaluate such

things as fire behavior, detection performance, and control measures.
· SCORCH  HEIGHT:
-average heights of foliage browning or bole blackening caused by a fire.
