High pressure continues to dominate the weather pattern bringing hot and dry conditions, however a weak upper disturbance will approach Oregon this afternoon bringing increasing southwest flow aloft.  This will mainly increase the smoke dispersion winds, but ridges and exposed slopes may see slightly higher gusts this afternoon.  Temperature and humidity today will not change much from yesterday.  Neighboring fires continue to generate a lot of smoke making for hazy skies.  Little change is expected through the weekend as high pressure continues.
