Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only

General Assessment: 

· The Ukonom Complex is located 10 mi E  of the town of Orleans located within the Klamath National Forest proximate to the Marble Mountain Wilderness; within Humboldt and Siskiyou counties
· Assuming no further suppression, the 10-day fire spread projection indicates dominant spread potential to the NE.
· Communities threatened: 
· Somes Bar: 3 mi SW  of the mapped perimeter of the central fire in the complex.
· Kworatem (historical): 4 mi SW of the mapped perimeter of the central fire in the complex.
· Scattered structures along river corridors  NW, W, and S  of the probability spread zones.
· Major Infrastructure: 
· Highways, Major Roads:  
· State Hwy 96 runs N/S through the 1-5% spread probability zone 3 mi E of the mapped perimeter of the central fire in the complex.
· Forest Hwy 93 runs SE/NW through all probability spread zones SW  of the mapped fire perimeters.
· Sawyers Bar Rd runs E/W through the 1-5% spread probability zone 6  mi S of the southern most mapped fire perimeter.

· Mines are scattered NW, W, and  S of the mapped fire perimeters in the 1-80% spread zones and may pose a threat to fire fighter safety.

· Water Treatment plant located 7  mi S of the southern most mapped fire perimeter outside the spread probability zones proximate to the Forks of the Salmon Guard Station.
