FSPro Basis for Analysis: 

· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 21 June 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only

General Assessment: 

· The Siskiyou Complex involves five mapped fire perimeters in the Siskiyou Wilderness Area on the Six Rivers National Forest, on the boundary of Siskiyou and Del Norte Counties,  approximately 15 miles SW of Happy Camp. 
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates omni-directional spread with potential growth to the S in the lowest spread probability zones.
· Communities threatened: 
· Cottage Grove is 3 miles E of the mapped perimeters in the 5-20 % spread probability zone.
· The historical community of Patsiluvra is 3 miles SE of the mapped perimeters.

· Low structure density is identified in/near these communities in the 20-40 % and lower spread probability zones. 

· USFS Facility identified by USGS as the Bear Wallow Shelter is 3 miles NW of the nearest mapped perimeter in the 1-5 % spread probability zone.
· Major Infrastructure: 
· State Highway 96 runs N/S, 2 miles to the E of the mapped perimeters.
· Communication Towers: (3) 16 miles NW of mapped fire perimeter, (1) 16 miles SW of mapped fire perimeter 

· Oil and Gas Pipelines: none identified per available data
· Powerlines: none identified per available data

· Water Resources: 
· Water Supply Infrastructure – None identified per available data
· Other resources threatened: 
· The ICS-209 identified cultural and historic, and timber resources as threatened values.
· The Smith (Recreation) River to the E and Klamath (Wild and Scenic) River to the W are located within the 5-20 % and 1-5 % spread probability zones. 
· Rock Creek Butte Research Natural Area is located SW of the southernmost mapped perimeter in the 5-20 % and 1-5 % spread probability zones.

· Dillon Creek Campground is located to the E in the 5-20 % spread probability zone

· Cedar Camp is located to the W in the 1-5 % spread probability zone

· Herrington historical ranch is 3 miles W of the nearest mapped perimeter in the 1-5 % spread probability zone
· Dillon Camp and Rose Camp are located in the in the 1-5 % spread probability zone to the W.
