General Assessment: 

The Slinkard Fire is located 26 mi WNW of Yreka on the Klamath National Forest in Siskiyou County, California.

Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates omni-directional fire spread with runs in all spread probability zones to the NE and runs in the lower probability zones to the SW.

Seiad Valley 2 mi NW of  the mapped fire perimeter in the 1-5% spread probability zone.

Hamburg - 5 mi SE of  the mapped fire perimeter outside spread probability zones.

Clusters of structures NW of the mapped fire perimeter in the 1-40% probability spread zone and SE of the mapped fire perimeter in the 1-5% spread probability zone.

· Forest Service Facilty “Seiad Valley” is in the 1-5% spread probability zone NNW.
