REPORT REVISION: USGS Structure Points Added

NOTE: This report accompanies a RAVAR analysis map.

All RAVAR products are intended for STRATEGIC use only. It is always advised that values analyzed and displayed on RAVAR maps be verified by local knowledge.

FSPro Basis for Analysis: 
· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 23 June 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The Cold Fire (part of the Canyon Complex) is currently located in the Feather River Canyon, 8 miles S of Quincy Junction on the Plumas National Forest near the border of Plumas and Sierra Counties.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates generally omni-directional spread with a run south in the “rare event” < 1 % spread probability zone.
· Communities threatened: 
· English Bar historical community is located within the 20-40 % spread probability zone, 1 mile N of the mapped fire perimeter
· The communities of Sloat and Bells Bar (historic) are located within the 1-5 % spread probability zone to the W.
· Numerous structures are located SSW of the mapped perimeter between landmarks “Onion Valley and Camp-FS”

· Four USGS structure points identified within the upper fire spread probability zones are located < 1 mile N of the mapped fire perimeter.

·  A cluster of structures is located NW of the mapped perimeter in an un-named community (N of the Nelson Point landmark).
· Additional structures in/near the communities of Cromberg, Spring Garden, Greenhorn, and Squirell/Jamison (historical) are located outside, but proximate to the FS Pro spread probability zones.
· Numerous structures are located SW of the FS Pro spread probability zones near the community of Gibsonville.

· Major Infrastructure: 
· State Highway 70 runs along the NE portion of the 1-5 % spread probability zone between Quincy Junction, Massack, Spring Garden, and Cromberg. 
· Quincy La Porte Road runs immediately proximate to the W of the mapped perimeter in the > 80 % spread probability zone.
· Communication Towers:  (2) 6 miles NW of the mapped fire perimeter
· Oil and Gas Pipelines:  none identified per available data
· Powerlines: <1 mile of powerlines runs through the NE corner of the 1-5 % spread probability zone, 2 miles NE of mapped perimeter
· Railroads run through the NE portion of the FS Pro within the 40% and lower spread probability zones, 1 mile NE of mapped perimeter

· Ski Resort cables are located 2 miles SW of the mapped perimeter within the 1-5 % spread probability zone, name unknown 
· Water Resources
· ICS-209 identifies dams as a threatened value; however none were identified per available data within the extent of the mapped area
· Water Supply Infrastructure: none identified per available data
· Other resources threatened: 
· Other resources identified in the ICS-209 include sensitive natural resources, timber values, archeological sites, and wild scenic river corridor.
· Wild and scenic rivers – The Feather River corridor runs through all spread probability zones.  Affected acres per designation type are included below. 
· NOTE: Multiple mines are scattered throughout the mapped extent and may pose hazards to firefighting personnel
