I may have enclosed an unburned island in the south west end of the perimeter.  I've also identified more interior areas as scattered heat than previously.  These areas did not trip the 'fire' threshold but showed heat.

The north edge of the permimeter has been adjusted slightly to line up with the road.

Do your ops folks know if the NW-aspect slope west of the SE-arm has burned?  If so, please update you fire perimeter to aide subsequent IR interpretations.
