	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
A fire was left off of the acres total the last two days. If you were to subtract todays total from yesterdays total you would get more growth than what is reported in tonights report. 

The aircraft flew at a lower altitude tonight to try to pick up more of the smaller heat areas.  Most of the heat that was detected tonight appears in the same areas that heat was detected in the last few nights with a few more isolated heat sources showing and some in other parts of the fire that has not shown any heat in the past few nights. There were isolated heat sources detected in the north end of the fire. Isolated heat and a small area of intense heat was detected in the upper end of the Jackass Cree drainage at the top of the ridge against the fire perimeter. Isolated heat sources continue to be detected in the upper Medicine Creek drainage as well as a small area of intense heat against the fire perimeter. More intense heat sources occur in the Flint Valley from what appears to be a burn out operation as well a numerous isolated heat sources against the perimeter and interior in the Copper Creek drainage. Small area of intese heat against the perimeter also were detected approximately 1 mile North of Flint Valley. A new area of heat, not seen in the last few nights, was detected outside the main perimeter in the upper end of the East fork Blue Creek drainage. An area of intense heat was detected on Nicowitz Peak. isolated heat was also detected East of Nicowitz Peak to the East onlong Lonsome Ridge where the burn out operation occurred the last few nights. Some of these isolated heat sources appear to be outside the main fire perimter to the north of where the burnout operation occurred on Lonesome Ridge.   

The Ukonom Fire and the Blue 2 fire has been combined with the Siskiyou complex fire GIS IR data. These combined files will be posted in all 3 FTP folders on the NIFC site. the Blue 2 fire heat detections were as follows:  Large area of scattered heat and an area of intense heat was detected in the NorthEast end of the fire where the burnout operation occurred last night.  Also areas of scattered heat and isolated heat were detected in the Southwest corner of the fire were firing operations occurred yesterday. A isolated heat source was detected in the Northwest corner of the fire. Several isolated heat sources were detected directlly around Doctor Rock as well as .6 miles and 1.8 miles just Wes tof North from Doctor Rock.
