	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
There were issues with the FTP site last night.  After posting twice, the GIS data was still corrupt. The shapefiles only contained the Siskiyou fires and the Geodatabases were undable to be opened.  Mabey zip files tonight, possible timeout with the ftp server. Fire acres and fire growth are from all three fires.

Siskiyou- Heat source detections continue to be detected mostly on the West and South ends of the fire. The most active heat being from burn out operations in the Flint Valley area and on Nikowitz Peak on the Southwestern most portion of the fire.

Blue 2 - The areas with burnout operations continue to show the most active heat. These areas being on the Southwest and Northeast coners of the fire. Aslo Interior heat around Doctor Rock.

Ukonom -  The Northwest, South and the middle along the East flank show the most amount of heat.  The Northwest end of the fire,Intense heat was detected just northwest of Camp Four on Haypress Creek, with intense heat showing just east of Halfmoon Meadow and more along Halfmoon Creek. Also on the North end of the fire another area of intense heat was detected in the upper end of Yellow Jacket Creek. On the East flank of the fire, areas of intense heat and numerous isolated heat sources were detected between Portuguese Peak and Steinacher Creek. A Large area of intense heat with several small areas of intense heat out in front of the larger area, was dectected in the Morehouse and Crapo Meadows .5 miles south of Steinacher Lack and .5 miles Southwest of Chimney Rock. Areas of intense heat were also detected in the Crapo Creek drainage North of Yellow Jacket Ridge and 1 mile south of Chimney Rock. On the South end of the fire an area of intense heat, that appears to be from a burnout operation, was detected on the North side of the Salmon River across the river from Forks of Salmon.
