	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Siskiyou - Heat continues to be detected in the same areas as the past few days. Intense heat along the West flank of the fire west of Litle Medicine Mtn and the upper end of the Medicine Creek drainage. Areas of scattered heat and isolated heat was detected in the Flint Valley and 1 mile North of the valley, as well as in the East Fork of Blue Creek. Areas of intense heat was detected North of Lonesome Ridge in the upper end of Wildcat Creek. Two isolated heat sources that were inside of the heat perimeter last night appeared to be outside of the heat perimeter tonight due to the boundary being moved to the road on top of Lonesome Ridge by the Teams GIS staff. Isolated heat and areas of intense heat were detected all along Lonesome Ridge West out to Nicowitz Peak. 

Blue2 - Heat continues to be detected in the Northeast ans Southwest corners of the fire. There was growth of the heat perimeter south down into the Blue Creek drainage in the Northeast end of the fire.  Isolated heat was detected West of Peak 8 in the drainage  bottom and to the North and the South of Doctor Rock. Areas of scattered heat and isolated heat were detected in the Southwest corner of the fire, top of the ridge avove the Crescent City Fork of Blue Creek.

Ukonom - The main areas of heat were detected on the North, farthest East part and the South end of the fire near Forks of Salmon. On the North end of the fire a new area of intense heat approximately 1 mile North, in the area of Long Meadow.  Another area of intense heat was detected just North of Camp Four South of Haypress Meadows. On the Eastern most portion of the fire, areas of intense heat and scattered heat were detected just North of Protugese Peak. The area that had the most heat was detected in and near Crapo Meadows and South and East of Chimney Rock and 1.5 miles South of Chimney Rock in the bottom of the Crapo Creek drainage. On the South ean dof the fire North of Forks of Salmon, heat was detected from continued burnout operation along the North Fork of the Salmon River.
