	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Blue - Heat detection was minimal for Blue 2 tonight. The Northeast finger and the Southwest corner of the fire. The Northeast corner of fire held the most amout of th heat.
Siskiyou - Intense heat was detected North of Little Medicine Mtn and Northwest across a drainage. Isolated heat and small areas of intense heat were detected West of The Mtn. South along the perimeter to Medicine Creek. South of Medicine Creek a large area of intense heat and scattered heat were detected.The Flint Valley Copper Creek drainage has isolated heat and small areas of intense heat. Areas of intense heat, scattered and isolated heat was detected in the upper East Fork Blue Creek. Continuing  South along the West perimeter, there was isoalted and intense heat located between the East Fork Blue Creek and Wildcat Creek. Alon the North side of Lonesome Ridge, a large area of scattered heat was detected. West of the confluence of East Fork Blue Creek and Wildcat Creek The North enge of the perimeter showed small area of intense heat with numerous isolated heat sources. North and West from Nickowitz Peak, small areas of intense heat and isolated heat were detected. Just East o fthe South finger of the fire, along the Siskiyou and Del Norte County lines areas of intense heat were detected.
Ukonom - The North end of the fire and the eastern most portion of the fire contained the majority of the heat. On the North end, a large area of intense and scatterd heat was detected northwest of the confluence of Halfmoon and Bridge Creeks extending North to just South of Sandy Ridge. Intense heat was also detected Northeast and South of Haypress Meadows. Another area of intense heat was detected in the upper end of Yellowjacket Creek. On the Eastern edge of the fire the area just East of Chimney Rock continues to hold intense heat and numerous isolated heat sources. This area is quite rocky and some of the isolated heat sources could very well be hot rocks due to the early flight. Another area of intense heat was detected West of Yellow Jacket Ridge. The area on the South end of the fire showed minimal heat tonight, in the area North of Forks of Salmon.
