· FSPro Analysis – 7 day starting 23 June 2008; Projected spread assumes NO further suppression

· NOTE: The < 1% spread probability zone is displayed on the map (pale pink zone) but assets within are not summarized. This zone represents “the rare event” – confidence in this prediction is undetermined.
Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The complex is currently located NW of the town of Foresthill, 11 miles from the nearest mapped fire perimeter on the El Dorado National Forest in Placer County.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates generally NE spread with pronounced spread NNE in the low spread probability zones, and potential spread E/W on the Government Fire.
· Communities threatened: 
· The community of Westville is located in the 1-5 % spread probability zone, 3 miles S of the Government Fire mapped perimeter, relatively few structures are located nearby outside the FS Pro extent.

· The communities of Secret Canyon (historical), Emigrant Gap, Blue Canyon, and Rawhide are all located proximate to, but outside FS Pro spread probability zones.  Structures (18) near Emigrant Gap are located within the 1-5 % spread probability zone to the N of the mapped perimeter. 

· The community of Greekstore is located 3 miles E of the Westville perimeter, outside the FS Pro spread probability zones.

· Building clusters (4) near the landmarks “Cedar Springs” and “Mosquito Narrows” are located in the 1-5 % spread probability zone, 2 miles W of the mapped perimeter.

· Major Infrastructure: 
· Interstate I-80 runs NNE through Emigrant Gap, 6 miles N of the Government Fire. 

· Forest Hill Divide Road runs NNE between the two fires.
· The nearest communication towers are located outside the FS Pro extent of the Government Fire to the N, > 6 miles from the mapped perimeter.
· Oil and Gas Pipelines (0.5 mile) run through the 1-5 % spread probability zone on Government Fire.  At the nearest point the pipelines are 5 miles W of the mapped perimeter.
· Powerlines: 0.5 mile of powelines run though the 1-5 % spread probability zone on Government Fire, 6 miles N of the mapped perimeter.
· Water Resources: 
· Water Supply Infrastructure:  none identified per available data
· Water Pipelines, Aqueducts, and Canals:  3 miles of canals run W from the Westville perimeter through from the 60-80 % zone to the 1-5 % zone, and 1 mile of canal runs to the N of the Government Fire in the 1-5 % spread probability zone.  Total mileage is included below.
· Other resources threatened: 
· Additional resources identified in the ICS-209 include: Placer County Water Agency lands, critical watershed and recreations areas, old growth habitat, Mumford Bar Trail, and Government Springs private property.
· Wild and scenic rivers:  The American River wild corridor is located > 1 mile S of the Government Fire perimeter in the 40-60 % and lower spread probability zones.  Total acreage included below.
· Numerous campgrounds and trailhead are scattered throughout the lower spread probability zones.

· Two Hazardous Waste sites are located within the complex area.  The PWCA- Middle Ford Powerhouse is located 1 mile N of the 60-80 % spread probability zone of the Westville Fire, and the AMER TELE & TELE CO. Cisco Butte is located 1 mile N of the Government Fire mapped perimeter in the 5-20 % spread probability zone.
· NOTE: Multiple mines are scattered throughout the mapped extent and may pose hazards to firefighting personnel
