Tier I Analysis – Primary Assets Only
General Assessment: 

· The fire is located 5 miles S of Emigrant Gap on the Tahoe National Forest proximate to the American Wild/Scenic River within Placer County, CA.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates generally omni-directional spread with greater potential for runs N & NW within lower probability zones 1-5% 
· Communities threatened:
· Westville: proximate to the mapped fire perimeter within the >80% FSPro zone
· Secret Canyon (historical): 2 miles  SE & E of mapped perimeter within 1-5% FSPro zone
· Scattered clusters along I-80 corridor as close as 3 miles NW of mapped perimeter
· Major Infrastructure:
· Highways, Major Roads: I-80 runs E/W outside FSPro zones 4 miles N & NW of the mapped fire perimeter.
· Communication Towers: None identified per available data
· Oil and Gas Pipelines run E/W through 1-5% zone 4 miles N & NW of mapped perimeter
· Powerlines: runs E/W through 1-5% FSPro zone 4 miles N & NW of mapped perimeter
· Railroad runs E/W through 1-5% FSPro zone 3 miles NW of the mapped perimeter

· numerous Dams (26), Water Supply Intakes (2), & Water Treatment Plants (2) within map extent, none appear downstream of current FSPro spread.
