	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Boulder fire had little heat detection.
There has been some discussion on where the Whiskey complex ends and SHU complex begins.  We decided to take the GIS perimeter of the Whiskey and digitize up to the north fork cottonwood creek.  Downloaded GISS perimeter from nifc site and built onto it with this images' heat sources and perims.
Mapped heat sources on west side of north fork cottonwood creek and uploaded to SHU fire on OES ftp site.
Moderate intense heat activity at edges in west fire areas.  Significant heat sources outside main heat perimeter in the southwestern section of the Mary fire.
Due to time constraints no map was made, but heat perimeter, heat intensity and isolated heat sources were placed on FTP.
