WEATHER DISCUSSION:  An upper level trough will swing through the fire today with slightly cooler and wetter conditions. In addition…gusty northwest winds will be possible with the trough passage. The strongest winds will be over the upper slopes and northwest aspects. Behind the trough high pressure will build inland late Friday into Saturday.  Offshore flow will develop as a result bringing warmer and drier conditions to the fire over the weekend and early next week.  The marine layer will fluctuate with the trough passage but compress over the weekend with the forecasted offshore flow.
WEATHER FORECAST:              
TODAY:

WEATHER: Mostly sunny with periods of smoke and haze. Morning low clouds and patchy fog below 1200 feet…especially lower western slopes.

MAX TEMPERATURES: 74-83





24 HOUR CHANGE: 4-8 Cooler 

MIN HUMIDITY:  Below 1200 ft 45-55%...above 1200 ft 25-35%.    
24 HOUR CHANGE: 7-15% Wetter
20 FT WINDS:  

RIDGETOP – North to northwest winds 10-20 mph. Gusts up to 22 mph…strongest in morning.

SLOPE/VALLEY – Northwest 5-10 mph with an occasional gust up to 15 mph.
STABILITY/INVERSION: Marine layer 1200-1500 feet dissipating mid to late morning with low clouds. 
FRIDAY NIGHT FORECAST:  
WEATHER: Mostly clear with areas of smoke. Otherwise…marine layer will return allowing for developing low clouds and patchy fog mostly below 1400 feet. 
MIN TEMPERATURES: 62-69 above 1400 feet…52-58 lower elevations.
MAX HUMIDITY: 50-65% above 1400 feet and 75-90% below
20 FT WINDS:


RIDGETOP –Northwest 6-12 mph with gusts up to 14 mph becoming northeast 4-8 mph by morning.

SLOPE/VALLEY – downslope/downvalley winds less than 5 mph.
Extended Outlook: Saturday and Sunday :  High pressure will build over the Great Basin bringing offshore flow to much of California…including the Santa Cruz Mountains. Offshore flow will produce a warming and drying trend with moderate to poor overnight humidity recoveries. Northeast flow will linger into early Monday.
