WEATHER DISCUSSION:  Another day of warm and dry conditions over the fire as high pressure gradually builds over the region. The low clouds will gradually burn off by mid morning, but smoke and haze will remain through the day.  Flow will be northerly in the morning and become more onshore during the day and at night. Little change is expected in the weather into early next week.
WEATHER FORECAST:                   ***CONTINUED WARM AND DRY****
TODAY:

WEATHER: Morning low clouds and patchy fog…especially lower elevations. Otherwise…sunny with smoke and haze.
MAX TEMPERATURES: 83-93…locally cooler in smoke filled valleys
24 HOUR CHANGE: 2-4 warmer 

MIN HUMIDITY:  35-45%...up to 55% in smoke filled valleys

    
24 HOUR CHANGE: 5% drier
20 FT WINDS:  

RIDGETOP – North in the morning becoming northwest to west in the afternoon 5-10 mph. Gusts up to 14 mph. 

SLOPE/VALLEY – Mainly terrain driven with upslope/upvalley 3-7 mph with gusts to 10 mph.   Branch III will likely be more westerly 4-8 mph in the afternoon with seabreeze.
STABILITY/INVERSION: Marine layer 1200-1500 feet dissipating 9-10AM. Not a lot of mixing through the day so smoke will remain…especially in lower valleys.
SUNDAY NIGHT FORECAST:  
WEATHER: Low clouds and patchy fog developing overnight. Otherwise, partly cloudy with areas of smoke. 
MIN TEMPERATURES: 53-57….upper ridges up to 62
MAX HUMIDITY: 40-50% above 1200 feet and 75-90% below
20 FT WINDS:


RIDGETOP –Northwest 6-12 mph in the evening decreasing to 3-7 mph overnight .
SLOPE/VALLEY – downslope/downvalley winds less than 5 mph.
Extended Outlook: Monday and Tuesday :  High pressure will build over the region bringing night and morning low clouds and patchy fog to the coast and locally inland. Temperatures will remain mild during the day and night. In addition, overnight recoveries will remain moderate over the upper ridges, but excellent lower slopes.  Northwest to north winds will continue dominate the fire.
