	GENERAL SAFETY MESSAGE:  Do not get complacent stay alert at all times. All crews should receive a safety briefing it’s their right. Document safety briefing on all 214’s.

· All Personnel on the line must be in PPE.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

· Report all injuries to your supervisors at once.
· Know your communication plan.

· Stay clear of felling operations.

· Mark all Hazard Tree’s with proper hazard tape.

OF

Fire behavior on Tragedy Fires

1. On relatively small fires or deceptively quiet area of larger fires.
2. In relatively light fuels, such as grass, herbs, and light brush.

3. When there is an unexpected shift in wind direction or in wind speed.
4. When fire responds to topographic conditions and runs uphill.

       Alignment of topography and wind during the
       burning period should always be considered a 

       trigger point to re-evaluate strategy and tactics.
