The bulk of the heat was in the northern quarter of the fire and the position of the box with where the hill is located made it so that the scanner did not get a good look at that part of the fire as it was partially obscured by terrain and very difficult to interpret.  Please move the box to the north and west to capture this heat in a better location on the scanner.  I am unable to be certain of the location of the perimeter on the northern part of the fire.
