There are some instense areas of heat located to the north of the main perimeter, also several isolated areas of heat; these may be connected to the main perimeter, but it was difficult to tell from the imagery.  
There are two isolated heat spots located outside the heat perimeter on the east side.  Lat/long - approx 51 2' 1.413 x -122 25' 56.175 and 51 1' 31.632 x -122 25' 25.417.
