	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
SW had continued isolated heat sources and some perimeter growth.  Majority of the growth and heat was located in the NE.  There was some cloud cover over parts of the imagery.  There are several isolated heat sources that around water, possible coming from other sources.

There are 6 shapefiles, the usual heat perimeter, isolated heat sources, scattered and intense heat, but also a cloud layer, to show where the ground was obscured and a bloom layer from the NE where the fire was very intense.
