8. Do you understand that it's both your responsibility and your right to say No to orders
that cannot be accomplished without compromising one or more of the Standard Fire
Orders or without mitigating each of the Watch Out Situations?

9. Can you describe the fire environment you are going to operate in?

10. Are you prepared to engage; monitor the fire environment, be proactive, and make
adjustments?

SNAGS AND HAZARD TREES:

Unfortunately, we have seen some instances of video or photographs that have
depicted unsafe, unprofessional or embarrassing circumstances which are a serious breach of ethics.
When this happens it reflects poorly on all that are attached to this incident. Posting an inappropriate
video, photo or blog comment could have unwanted effects. It may be unsafe to shoot photos or video
and a firefighter who is concentrating on a camera can't be looking up, down and all around.
