- Will your position be defensible when the fire reaches you? Talk about what must be considered when building
indirect line or approaching a fire through the green.
- Is your line anchored? Discuss how you anchor indirect line.
- Are your escape routes and safety zones adequate? What is adequate?
- To reduce the risks:

-Post lookouts

-Consider a different location. Review situations where you constructed indirect line or approached a fire through
the green and how you provided for your safety.
