WHILE THERE MAY BE AN IFLUX OF SOME MOISTURE EARLY NEXT WEEK...IT DOES NOT APPEAR TO BE SUFFICIENT TO WARRANT A THREAT OF THUNDERSTORM ACTIVITY NEAR THE BURN AREA AT THIS TIME. AS THE UPPER LEVEL HIGH PRESSURE SYSTEM BUILDS ACROSS THE REGION...THERE WILL CONTINUE TO BE A SLIGHT WARMING AND DRYING TREND. THERE WILL BE A SLIGHT INCREASE IN NORTHERLY WINDS TONIGHT AND FRIDAY NIGHT AS MODERATE SUNDOWNER CONDITIONS DEVELOP.
