· Fire is located on the Angeles National Forest proximate to San Dimas Experimental Forest 4.3 miles N of Azusa a suburb of the Los Angeles metropolitan area in Los Angeles County.
· Assuming no further suppression, the 7-day fire spread projection indicates predominantly E spread with a low probability of SW spread.
· Communities threatened: 
· Dense clusters of buildings exist S of the current perimeter in the 1-80% probability zones within the communities of Monrovia, Bradbury, Las Lomas, Azusa, La Fetra and Glendora.
· A small cluster of buildings exists NE of the current perimeter in the 5-80% probability zones.

· The Morris Dam is located 1 mile S and downriver of the current perimeter in the 5-20% probability zone.

· Big Dalton Dam is located 2.4 miles SE of current perimeter in the 20-40% probability zones.  Upstream sources are E of current perimeter in the >80-20% probability zones.
