Fire Behavior
General: EXPECT SOUTHEAST TO EAST WINDS SATURDAY...AS RELATIVE HUMIDITY VALUES FALL

TO 35 TO 40 PERCENT. A WARM FRONT WILL MOVE THROUGH THE AREA SATURDAY EVENING...BRINGING INCREASING CHANCES OF RAIN LATE SATURDAY THROUGH SATURDAY NIGHT. THERE IS POTENTIAL FOR AROUND A QUARTER INCH OF RAIN SATURDAY NIGHT. CHANCES FOR RAIN THEN RETURN MONDAY AND MONDAY NIGHT.

Specific: 
Div M: Winds will be from the SE 4-9 mph in the morning and switching to NE 5 -10 mph in the afternoon. Gusty and erratic winds are expected near thunderstorms in the afternoon. Fuel types on the over the line are mainly mature and immature pines which have been showing the best fire activity. The amount of rain fall expected will not be enough to keep fire activity low in these fuel types.
Div J: Winds will be from the SE 4-9 mph in the morning and switching to NE 5 -10 mph in the afternoon. Gusty and erratic winds are expected near thunderstorms in the afternoon. This division has the pine component across the line like div m – however more hardwood/aspen types are mixed in. The aspen/hardwood types will lend to less fire behavior especially with the low winds and higher humilities. 
Div A, B, D and G: Winds should help push the smoke back into the black on these divisions –this should help to get more line built on the right flank. 

No long term wind forecasts have been given at this time -
