WEATHER DISCUSSION:  DISCUSSION...A WARM FRONT WILL BE NORTH OF THE AREA TONIGHT. MOST AREAS EXCEPT FAR WESTERN PORTIONS OF UPPER MICHIGAN WILL REMAIN FREE OF RAIN TONIGHT INTO MONDAY MORNING...THENSCATTERED SHOWERS AND THUNDERSTORMS WILL OCCUR ON MONDAY AFTERNOON ALONG AND AHEAD OF A COLD FRONT. THE BEST CHANCE FOR STORMS WOULD BE OVER CENTRAL AND EASTERN UPPER MICHIGAN. 

ISOLATED STRONGER STORMS COULD PRODUCE GUSTY WINDS ON MONDAY.MORE WARM TEMPERATURES ARE EXPECTED ON MONDAY SEEING TEMPERATURES WELL INTO THE LOWER TO MID 80S. HUMIDITY VALUES COULD FALL TO AS LOW AS 40 PERCENT OVER THE FIRE ON MONDAY. A COOLING TREND IS IN STORE FOR TUESDAY AND WEDNESDAY WITH READINGS ON WEDNESDAY POSSIBLY STAYING BELOW 50 DEGREES FOR A LOT OF UPPER MICHIGAN.
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Partly sunny with a chance of rain or thunderstorms.  Rainfall amounts are up to 0.11 inches
TEMPERATURES:  Start out around 60 and peak at 85 from 1-5 pm, then cool back into the 60s into the evening.
HUMIDITIES: Good humidity recovery overnight last night.  Today RH% bottoms out in the low 40s around 4 p.m; recovering back into the 60s by 7:00 p.m.
WINDS:  Start out south at 8-10 mph until 1300; going SW from 1400-1600 at 10 mph; going to West at 1600 at 6 mph through evening.  Gusts range from 15-20 mph.  STRONGER AND ERRATIC NEAR THUNDERSTORMS.
MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height is low on the north end of the fire (200-700 Ft AGL).  South part of the fire mixing increases from 300-1700ft to 2300-4200 ft. early afternoon, then decreases to 2500 ft. AGL in the evening.
TRANSPORT WINDS: SW 18-37 mph increasing to 29-52 mph early, then shifting West 25-40 mph decreasing 10-25 mph in the evening.
HAINES INDEX:  3-4 or very low to low potential for large plume dominated fire growth.
