GENERAL: Rain showers likely in the morning...then a chance of rain showers in the afternoon. Highs 50 to 55 inland to around 50 at the shore; northwest winds 15 to 20 mph. Chance of rain 70 percent.

Mature red pine/white pine (C5), Jack pine (C4), spruce (C2), hardwood type (M2).
FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL:  
The cold weather was supposed to move out yesterday; rain arrived faster than what they were predicting yesterday night bringing welcomed precipitation to the entire fire area. The low system has been able to push farther west than what was previously thought. This will allow for more moisture to fall into Saturday night and further west.
All fuel types have a significant reduction in P(I) being reduced 0 to 18%. The rain received helped but not enough for the organic soils and larger fuels that are very dry; deep burning (2 feet plus). If skies clear the high winds could help to kick up some smokes in these soils; watch for them over the lines.
SPECIFIC: 

Division A:  Low fire activity is expected today. Mop up has made great progress; monitor for smokes inside and outside of the line. 
Division B, D:  Moisture on the ground will help to reduce flame lengths (if they occur) to less than a foot. High winds could push smoke over the line and may help to push some ground fire around. This weather will help to keep the mop up progress going strong.
Division G:  Wind direction will determine where on the division smoke will be going over the line. M(2) fuel types with the leaf litter and high winds could push some hot spots around. 
Division J: The main fuel types in this division will have the least amount of P(I) and flame length, but there are deep organics burning and heat present with burn holes up to two feet deep; with lack of new rain and good drying winds more burning in the organics will be present making mop up difficult.
Division M:  This division continuous to make great progress with mop up. Watch for smokes outside of the line.

AIR OPERATIONS: Sunrise is at 5:53 a.m. and Sunset is at 9:27 p.m.

… AS LOW PRESSURE MOVES TO THE EAST OF THE AREA...EXPECT SHOWERS TO MOVE INTO EASTERN PPER MI. THE ONLY TAF SITE THAT MAY EXPERIENCE RAIN SHOWERS IS KSAW LATE IN THE EVENING AND  OVERNIGHT. ALL TAF SITES SHOULD REMAIN VFR THROUGHOUT THE TAF PERIOD. THE WESTERN PORTION OF THE U.P. IS EXPERIENCING DRY AIR SHIFTING SOUTHWARD FROM CANADA...HELPING TO ERODE THE LOW CLOUDS AS THEY MOVES IN. WITH THAT BEING SAID...HIGH CLOUDS ARE EXPECTED TO MOVE INTO IWD AND CMX THROUGH THE AFTERNOON AND EVENING HOURS. WINDS SHOULD BE FAIRLY LIGHT FOR IWD AND CMX...HOWEVER KSAW COULD SEE A FEW GUSTS TO 20 KNOTS LATE IN THE PERIOD AS THE LOW DEEPENS AND THE PRESSURE GRADIENT TIGHTENS.
