	SAFETY THOUGHT FOR THE DAY:
Be ready for the unexpected as the area will be opened up to the homeowner to come in to the fire area.  Make sure to have your headlight on and overhead beacons on.  Look both ways before you enter into the road ways and do not step out away from the equipment without looking for traffic.
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	Hand crews will continue grid, mop up and patrol lines:
· Continue to be aware of and watch for hazardous snags.  

· Watch for stump holes.

· Lift with your legs, not your back.

· When doing rehab, pull brush straight and don’t twist your backs, wear eye protection, and watch spacing

· Watch your footing, pace yourselves, take adequate rest periods.  

· Assess crew needs and take care of preventative and remedial needs.
