WEATHER FORECAST: 
Partly cloudy morning and mostly sunny afternoon.  Winds will be Northwest 5 to 10 with humidity in the 40 to 50 range.  Note:  Observed humidity on the fire yesterday was lower than forecast.  This may be due to the dry conditions and burned fuels.

FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL:  With more days of drying the probability of ignition P(I) has risen to 50% for most of the fuel types containing conifer. Chances of the organics to start producing flames are continuing to increase with the warm, dry weather. 
SPECIFIC: 

Fire behavior is going to start picking up in areas where no suppression activity has taken place. Immature jack pine(C4) and spruce(C2) are going to have the fastest ROS at 21 to 23 ft/min and (H)flame lengths of 8 to 10ft.  INTERMITENT CROWNING AT THE HEAD IS A POSSIBILITY IF WINDS BECOME GUSTY OR STRONGER THAN PREDICTED.
Fuel types, mature red and white pine(C5) and mixed hardwood with conifer(M2) will have the higher probability of ignition of 72% with flame lengths maxing out at around 5ft. 
These conditions should allow for direct suppression and will allow for easier containment. 
SAFETY:   More heat and lower humidity will allow the ground heat to start showing. Sheltered heavy fuels will have potential to flare up with improving weather.
