WEATHER DISCUSSION:  High pressure continues to impact the area…northwest winds 5 to 10mph will generally prevail. Plan on humidity levels in the mid 30’s for the southern area of the fire, upper 40’s in the north.
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Mostly sunny for all fire areas.  
TEMPERATURES:  Temperatures start out at around 43degrees and begin to warm by 11 AM.  Temps max out on the tail end of the fire at 76 degrees and the head of the fire at around 66 degrees by around 5pm.
HUMIDITIES: Good humidity recovery last night. Rh could drop as low as 34% at the south end to 45% on the north end of the burn.
WINDS:  Winds will be light from the NW in the morning and then 5 to 10 for the afternoon. It is not predicted to be gusty.
MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height is begins low at 300 to 1900ft but increase to 4600 to 6500ft.

TRANSPORT WINDS:   Northwest 10 to 18 mph.
HAINES INDEX:  5, moderate potential for large plume dominated fire growth.

Thursday Night: Partly cloudy, with a low around 51. West wind around 5 mph. 

Friday: A 40 percent chance of showers and thunderstorms after 2pm. Partly sunny, with a high near 71. South wind between 5 and 10 mph. 

Friday Night: A chance of showers and thunderstorms before 8pm, then showers likely and possibly a thunderstorm between 8pm and 2am, then a chance of showers and thunderstorms after 2am. Mostly cloudy, with a low around 55. South wind around 10 mph. Chance of precipitation is 60%.

Saturday: A 30 percent chance of showers and thunderstorms before 2pm. Partly sunny, with a high near 70. 

Sunday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 73. 

Monday: A chance of showers and thunderstorms. Partly sunny, with a high near 71. 

Monday Night: A chance of showers and thunderstorms. Mostly cloudy, with a low around 54. 

OBSERVED WEATHER: Yesterday, a brief morning shower hit the south and east end of the fire before skies turned sunny. Field observations matched spot weather predictions fairly closely in terms of humidity and wind.
