WEATHER DISCUSSION:  Possible showers and thunderstorms to linger this morning and then clearing.  Temps near 80 in the south end and near 73 in the north.  Humidity in the 50 to 55 range.
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Showers and T-storms possible in the morning and then clearing.  
TEMPERATURES:  Temperatures start out at around 60 degrees and head for a high of 80 on the south end of the fire.  The north end will remain about 7 degrees cooler.
HUMIDITIES: Humidity will run significantly higher today with a minimum of about 50 on the south end and 55 near Lake Superior.
WINDS:  Southwest winds 5 to 10 mph shifting to the south late  EXPECT GUSTY AND ERATIC WINDS  NEAR THUNDERSTORMS IF THEY DEVELOP.
MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height 300 to 1900 ft.
TRANSPORT WINDS:   West 13 to 22
HAINES INDEX:  3 to 4, low to moderate potential for large plume dominated fire growth.
EXTENDED FORECAST via web: 
Saturday: Scattered showers and thunderstorms, mainly before 8am. Partly sunny, with a high near 80. West wind between 5 and 10 mph. Chance of precipitation is 30%.

Saturday Night: Partly cloudy, with a low around 55. South wind between 5 and 10 mph. 

Sunday: Sunny, with a high near 82. South wind between 10 and 15 mph, with gusts as high as 20 mph. 

Sunday Night: Mostly clear, with a low around 59. South wind around 15 mph. 

Monday: A 40 percent chance of showers and thunderstorms. Partly sunny, with a high near 78. 

Monday Night: A 50 percent chance of showers and thunderstorms. Mostly cloudy, with a low around 54. 

Tuesday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 62.
