WEATHER DISCUSSION:  Mainly dry morning with afternoon showers?  Cold front set to move in tonight.
WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Partly sunny early, scattered showers and thunderstorms possible by late morning with numerous showers and thunderstorms possible by late afternoon, then scattered early evening showers. Calling for total amounts around .15 inches.  Possibly more in areas of storms.

TEMPERATURES:  High temperature around 80.  The north end will remain only a few degrees cooler.
HUMIDITIES: Should remain around 50 through all fire areas until possible rain showers.
WINDS:  South winds, 9 to 14 mph.  Gusty and erratic near thunderstorms.
MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height 1000 - 2700 ft, decreasing to 600 ft. early evening.
TRANSPORT WINDS:   Southwest, 24 to 43.
HAINES INDEX:  3 to 5, very low to moderate potential for large plume dominated fire growth.
EXTENDED FORECAST via web: 

Monday Night: Scattered showers and thunderstorms, mainly before 11pm. Mostly cloudy, with a low around 51. West wind between 10 and 15 mph. Chance of precipitation is 30%.

Tuesday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 57. Breezy, with a west wind between 15 and 20 mph, with gusts as high as 30 mph. 

Tuesday Night: Patchy frost after 4am. Otherwise, mostly clear, with a low around 33. Northwest wind between 10 and 15 mph becoming calm. Winds could gust as high as 20 mph.

Wednesday: Patchy frost before 7am. Otherwise, sunny, with a high near 68. 

Thursday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 67. 

Friday: Mostly sunny, with a high near 80.
