FIRE BEHAVIOR

GENERAL:  Winds through the night and poor humidity recovery give us potential once again for decent fire behavior in all conifer fuel types.  Probability of ignition of 60 to 99 percent and spotting distances of one-third mile if crown involvement. 
SPECIFIC: 

Boreal Spruce and immature jack pine types show continuous crowning with rates of spread of 72 to 76 feet per minute and head flame lengths of 19 to 22 feet.  Mature jack pine could exhibit crowning at the head but should stay on the ground on the flanks with 42feet per minute rate of spread.  Mature red and white pine types show possible continuous crown involvement with rates of spread of 18 feet per minute. Hardwoods with conifer components will likely remain on the ground and rates of spread will run 25 feet per minute.  Spotting ahead of the fire is a strong possibility with crown involvement.
The north end of the fire will be several degrees cooler and have slightly higher humidity with more exposed winds off the lake.
SAFETY:   We could see some extreme fire behavior, just a matter of the right start or re-start in the right place.
