WEATHER FORECAST

WEATHER:  Partly cloudy early, becoming sunny with northwest wind bringing in cool temps.
TEMPERATURES:  High temperature around 55.  The north end will be a few degrees cooler.
HUMIDITIES: Should remain around 54 through all fire areas after skies turn sunny.
WINDS:  West winds, 11 to 16 mph shifting to Northwest 16 to 21 by late morning.

MIXING HEIGHT: Mixing height 1200 - 2600 ft, increasing to 5300 ft. 
TRANSPORT WINDS:   Northwest, 24 to 36.
HAINES INDEX:  3 , very low potential for large plume dominated fire growth.
EXTENDED FORECAST via web: 

Tuesday Night: Patchy frost after 2am. Otherwise, mostly clear, with a low around 34. Northwest wind between 10 and 15 mph becoming calm. Winds could gust as high as 20 mph.

Wednesday: Areas of frost before 7am. Otherwise, sunny, with a high near 70. Calm wind becoming south around 5 mph.
