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While exploring THU #37, the Safety Officer has noticed that the stands of burned timber had a large amount of root exposure.  Over a period of time we will start to see these trees collapse. Firefighters need to assess the stands that they are working in to ensure that they are not at risk of falling trees when we experience gusty wind conditions.

· Continue to locate and extinguish hot spots identified by IR scans.
Division T (Doug McClain)
· Continue to extinguish hotspots 100 to 150 feet off the fire’s edge.
· Crews to work with bucket machine as required.

· Engine crews to work on hotspots from road system.

Division U (Bruce Douglas)
· Establish new helipad in AG3 to facilitate crew moves.
Division V (Bill Payne)

· Retrieve all sprinkler gear from Red Pine and Irv’s Island.

· Patrol Red Pine and Irv’s Island and extinguish hotspots identified by IR scans.

· Patrol entire flank of fire from Red Sucker Bay to NE arm and extinguish hotspots found by IR scan.

· Take the AGA 510 handheld scanner to Red Pine Island for ground crews.

· Begin demobilization of Icarus and Madeline Lake values.
