�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��This information can be found at Finance or Timekeeping.  It is important to have both numbers since personnel from both agencies are on the flight crews and are IRINs.  USFS numbers begin with the letter P for wildland fire, G for resource benefit fires (wilderness), T for prescribed burns, and H for BAER projects.  BLM numbers are usually an alpha character followed by three numbers.  Example:  Incident/Project#: P64244		BLM#: P422


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��The A# is the aircraft resource order number assigned by the local or expanded dispatch when the Supply Unit places the order.  DO NOT fill in this block.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Fire Name and Complex Name (if appropriate).  If you have more than one incident in a complex that you need covered by different flight boxes, you will need a separate IR Aircraft Scanner Order for each incident/box.

�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Date and time the order is prepared.  If used in MS Word, this will automatically be filled in using the clock on the computer.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Name of the local administrative unit: the Forest, Ranger District, BLM District Office, Agency, or other unit with phone number.  Be sure to include the area code with the entire phone number.


Example:  Colville Agency   	(509) 634-3173


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Name and phone number of Expanded Dispatch.  Be sure to include the area code with the entire phone number.


Example:  Tomak Expanded Dispatch   (509) 634-3105


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Name and phone number of Geographic Area Coordination Center in which the incident is located.  Be sure to include the area code with the entire phone number.


EVERY ORDER MUST GO THROUGH EXPANDED and the GACC before it is sent to NICC!

�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��If assigned, this information will be available at NICC.  We will keep the status of who is at NICC on the IR web page and the phone numbers provided on the form.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��If assigned – this position will be instituted when there are many incidents in a geographic area.  This information will be available at the GACC.  Be sure to include the area code with the entire phone number.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Should always be checked, YES.  If NO, the incident will be called to get an order placed or make other arrangements.  


An order may not be filled if there is not a qualified IRIN.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Give as much information as possible in these boxes of how you can be found (hotel, cell phone, pager, Plans office, SITL phone number, radio frequency).  This is the only way we (NICC, NIRC, aircraft crew, dispatch) know how to communicate with you on when to expect your imagery, if there is a change in plans, and other vital information.  Be sure to include area codes with all phone numbers.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Give the average elevation of the incident in feet above mean sea level.  This information can be interpreted from a topographic map of the incident.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Give the approximate size of the incident in acres.  This information can be obtained from the Situation Unit.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Describe elements that may affect the IR mission such as clear, cloudy, thunderstorms, rain, etc.  If possible, talk to the meteorologist or Fire Behavior Analyst and get an evening forecast.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Name and location of the airport to which you want the imagery delivered and an alternate destination.


Example:  Omak, WA		Wenatchee, WA


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Check the desired delivery method.  Presently, if you want scanned imagery, you have to wait for someone to scan it and send it to you.  The Phoenix system will deliver a CD with the mission’s data as well as the paper strip allowing for delivery of digital imagery whenever the sender can get to a computer or given to you at the delivery point.  Provide an email address and/or ftp site for electronic delivery of a scanned file.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Give an approximate time you would like to have the imagery flown.  Preference may be determined by transition times, burnout operations, a moving front, weather, briefing schedule, travel time to the incident from the airport or other elements.  Due to flight logistics, the desired time may not always be possible.  Stay in contact with your local dispatch for updates on the flight times.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��The radio frequency and tone (if used) used to talk with whoever will be on the ground waiting for the air drop.  If the local admin frequency will be used then indicate that in this block. A simplex frequency (same TX/RX) should be used if at all possible.  If no other frequency is available, use National Flight Following, 168.650 (no tone) for TX & RX.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��This information can be found in the shift plan or obtained from the Communications Unit or Air Operations.  Include both the transmit and receive frequencies if different.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��This information can be obtained from the local dispatch.  The VOR is a 3-letter code.  The azimuth (0-359 degrees from North) and distance (nautical miles) is from the VOR to the center of the incident.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Be as descriptive as possible.  Include whether you have a moving front or the area of greatest concern or whether you are verifying mop-up to hand-off the fire to local control or if it is a detection mission.  This information will help prioritize the mission when resources are scarce and get you the imagery you need.  Include feedback as to the quality of the imagery, such as if the coverage was adequate, a different approach is needed, if it was clear or washed out or any problems associated with previous missions and any changes needed.


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Give the bounding rectangle of the incident in whole degrees and minutes.  If possible, attach a page-sized map with lat/long coordinates for clarification, especially if box is for an entire complex.  Try breaking complexes up into smaller boxes for efficiency.  If only a portion of the incident is required, describe the box accordingly and reference this in the Mission Objective above.  If the incident has grown since the time you placed the order, the crew will image all the heat in the vicinity.  Give the National or Regional Coordinators a call to alert them to the situation.
