Incident Data Collection:
Fire perimeter and point information was collected using GPS from the ground and air and using interpreted infrared data.  Point data (helispots, spike camps, drop points) was primarily collected by operational personnel.  Perimeter data was collected by the SITL in a helicopter, typically in the evening hours (1700-2000).

Map Products:  

The primary map products produced were IAP maps, briefing maps, transportation maps, air operations maps, progression maps, large scale planning maps/orthophotos and public information maps.  All map products were posted each evening to the incident FTP site.
GIS Data:

GIS data is organized in a directory structure/naming convention near the national standard and should be easily understood.  The GIS directory, on 8/25, was 2.5 GB in size.  The fire perimeter GIS data was posted each evening to the incident FTP site.
Infrared:

Infrared flights were ordered August 19-24.  A flight was not received on August 24 due to cloud cover.  The infrared data was posted to an FTP site when the aircraft landed for fuel, pulled off the FTP site and interpreted remotely in Boise by Carey Crist, and the interpreted products and data posted to the incident FTP site so it was available to the unit by 0600 each morning.  The IR maps produced by Crist were plotted and distributed and the IR data used to refine the fire perimeter each morning.  All of the IR data is archived electronically.  Carey Crist’s availability to continue working as the IRIN is unknown.  Check with him on his availability if you will need the services of an IRIN.
ICS-209:
The ICS-209 was entered into the FAMWEB each evening by 1900 and shortly thereafter posted to the incident FTP site.
Fire RAWS

Two fire RAWS have been deployed.  One on Red Mountain and one on Bear Valley Mountain.  The IMETs have the details.
