Incident Objectives
1.

The Dixie and Jumbo fires will be managed using a variety of suppression strategies based on firefighter
safety, availability of firefighting resource and threats to values at risk.

Maintain access for firefighting resources and public egress within the Dixie and Jumbo fires’ planning
area.

Execute strategies and tactics to reduce fire impacts to primary private and commercial structures,
where possible.

Consider efforts to moderate fire behavior to reduce probability of disrupting primary distribution lines
to affected communities and communication sites associated with emergency response.

Reduce negative impacts of fire management actions on cultural and natural features in the area,
where safety and efficacy of suppression actions do not conflict with this objective. Order of priority:
Nationally significant cultural resources, critical anadromous fish habitat and other sensitive watershed
conditions identified by Agency Administrators.

Utilize risk-informed decision making to reduce fire fighter exposure to hazards while providing for
public safety.

Utilize pre-existing plans for community protection opportunities in North Star, Black Diamond,
Comstock, Dixie, Mallard Ranch, Red River, Concord, Humptown, Frogtown, Fivemile Bar, Mackay Bar,
and Copenhaver Ranch.

Obtain approval for use of mechanized equipment in the Gospel Hump and Frank Church — River of No
Return Wilderness areas.

Document the quantity and placement of long-term retardant. Minimize the use of long-term
retardant in designated wilderness areas, except to protect human life or to achieve point protection
objectives.

Any mechanical equipment operations within Inventoried Roadless Areas need prior approval from
Agency Administrator.

Provide current and accurate information to the media, public, and local office holders as to the status
of fires within the complex.

Provide for rehabilitation of areas impacted by incident operations in coordination with jurisdictional
agency’s resource advisor(s).

e Through the weekend hot and dry weather will create potential for increased fire activity, especially if
conditions become windy. Pay attention for “Hot, Dry, Windy” conditions.

e A forecast disturbance on Sunday could bring increased winds.
e As smoke enters the region from other fires, the haze could reduce surface heating.

SPECIFIC:
Division C: Minimal fire activity. Some heat persists near the crest of Mammoth Mountain.
Division F: Isolated heat remains on the north aspect of Blowout Ridge but is not actively spreading.

Division T/X: Active fire persists south of the burn scar in the Noble Creek drainage and NW of Mallard Creek
campground. Watch for increased activity and wind surfacing on ridgetops, flats, and NW-SE aligned drainages.

FIRE BEHAVIOR SAFETY: The Salmon River Canyon has been known to produce unexpected wind
conditions, developing downslopes in the afternoon from the canyon break to the upper third of the
canyon. As afternoon heating occurs, air can rise almost straight vertical from the center of the canyon.
The rising hot air is replaced with cooler air from the upland plateaus. This can be counter-intuitive to
common understanding of diurnal winds and may catch firefighters off-guard.

Severity of O / PRIORITY 2 Serious Injury or iliness. Evacuation may be DELAYED if necessary.
