	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:


Deep Lookout Mountain: 365 acres (no growth)
Fire has cooled, only isolated heat remains throughout the perimeter.

Thorne/Winniemuck: 1927 acres (237 acres growth)
Thorne and Winniemuck have joined at their northwestern and northeastern points, respectively. Winniemuck has intense heat along its western and southern perimeters where it grew. Thorne grew south and connected with the large island. The eastern fingers have cooled.
